Are You A Veteran Strug-
gling to Keep Your HEAT
and POWER on? Heat for
Heroes may be able to
help!

The Heat for Heroes Cam-
paign has teamed up with
several State, Federal and
Veteran related services to
serve as a resource cata-
lyst for Veterans. The
Heat for Heroes Cam-
paign, with the support of
The Wisconsin Home
Energy Assistance Pro-
gram (WHEAP) provides
assistance for heating
costs, electric costs, and
energy crisis situations.

WHEAP assistance is a
one-time payment during
the heating season
(October 1-May 15). The
funding pays a portion of
the heating costs. The
amount of the en-

ergy assistance benefit
varies depending on a
variety of factors, includ-
ing the household’s size,
income, and energy
costs. In most cases the
energy assistance benefit
is paid directly to the
household energy sup-
plier.

Your household may be
eligible to receive a pay-
ment for non-heating elec-
tric energy costs through
funding provided

by Wisconsin’s Public
Benefits.

WHEAP electric (non-
heating) assistance is a one-
time benefit payment during
the heating season (October
1-May 15). The funding
pays a portion of the house-
hold’s electrical (non-
heating) costs. The amount
of the non-heating assis-
tance benefit varies depend-
ing on a variety of factors,
including the household’s
size, income, and non-
heating costs. In most cases
the non-heating assistance
benefit is paid directly to the
household energy supplier.

A household may be eligible
for crisis assistance if you
have no heat, have received
a disconnect notice from the
heating vendor, or are nearly
out of fuel and do not have
the money to purchase

more. Crisis assistance is
available through local
WHEAP agencies that pro-
vide a 24-hour crisis phone
number to help with emer-
gencies that occur after busi-
ness hours. Crisis assistance
is intended to pro-

vide emergency and/or pro-
active services to assist eli-
gible households experienc-
ing an energy crisis.

There are also non-
emergency or proactive cri-
sis services that include pro-
viding informa-

fuel supplier, and co-pay
agreements.

WHEAP emergency heat-
ing system assistance can
provide services to eligible
home owners if the furnace
or boiler stops operating
during the heating season.
Heating system assistance
includes payment for re-
pairs, or in some situations
your residence may qualify
for a total replacement of a
non-operating furnace or
boiler. Call the local en-
ergy assistance office im-
mediately if you are experi-
encing a no heat situation.
